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General safety instructions

This machine can cause serious injuries. Read the instructions carefully for the correct handling, preparations, maintenance, starting and stopping of the ma-
chine. Be familiar with all controls and the proper use of the machine.

Keep this manual handy so that you may refer to it later whenever any questions arise. Also note, if you have any questions which cannot be answered herein,
contact the dealer from whom you purchased the product.

Never allow children or anyone unable to fully understand the directions given in the manual to use the machine.

Personal safety equipment

When cutting, make sure to wear the following safety equipment:

1. Helmet

2. Ear protectors

3. Protection goggles or face protector

4. Thick work gloves

5. Non-slip-sole work boots

Do not wear loose clothing, jewellery, short trousers, sandals, or go barefoot. Do not wear anything which might be caught by a moving part of the unit. Secure
hair so it is above shoulder length.

Work place

Never start the engine inside a closed room or building. Exhaust gases contain dangerous carbon monoxide.

Never use the product:

A. When the ground is slippery or when you can’t maintain a steady posture.

B. At night, at times of heavy fog, or at any other times when your field of vision might be limited and it would be difficult to gain a clear view of the working
area.

C. During rain storms, during lightning storms, at times of strong or gale-force winds, or at any other times when weather conditions might make it unsafe to
use the product.

eThe machine may not be used unless it is undamaged and functions properly. If the equipment or parts of it have become defective, have it repaired by a
specialized technician.

eAlways obey the current national and international safety, health, and working regulations.

¢ Do not operate the machine unless you did not find any faults on checking. If a part has become defective, make sure to replace it before you use the machine
again.

¢ The environment must be free of easily flammable and explosive materials.

*Do not overload the machine. Use the machine only for its intended purpose.

¢Always work with care, and stay alert: Do not operate the machine when you are tired, ill, or under the influence of alcohol, drugs or medication, as you will
no longer be able to operate the machine safely.

Before starting the machine

*Make sure that no persons or animals are within your work area when you start working.

*Make sure there are no obstacles in your work area.

eEnsure that your machine has been fully and properly assembled.

eCheck that the machine works properly and make sure, in particular, that the chain rail or hedge trimmer head sits tightly and properly, and that the On/Off
switch works properly. Do not operate the machine with a damaged or extensively worn cutting device.

*The machine will vibrate during operation. This may cause its screws and parts to loosen. Therefore, check all screws and parts for tightness.

Using the product

Warning: Cut only materials recommended by the manufacturer. And use only for tasks explained in the manual.

eKeep bystanders and animals at least 15m away from the operating point. If you are approached immediately stop the engine.

*Grip the handles firmly with both hands using your whole hand.

eAssume a firm standing position during operation:

Make sure you cannot slip or fall over.

Do not stretch your arms too far in front of you.

Do not work above shoulder level.

e After starting the engine, check to make sure that the cutting attachment stops rotating when the throttle is moved fully back to its original position. If it
continues to rotate even after the throttle has been moved fully back, turn off the engine and take the unit to the dealer for repair.

o|f the unit starts to shake or vibrate, turn off the engine and check the whole unit. Do not use it until the trouble has been properly corrected.

eKeep all parts of your body away from rotating cutting attachment and hot surfaces.

eNever touch the muffler, spark plug, or other metallic parts of the engine while the engine is in operation or immediately after shutting down the engine.
Doing so could result in serious burns or electrical shock.

While the motor is still hot, keep the machine away from anything flammable, such as dry grass, debris, leaves or excessive lubricant.

eBefore laying down the machine, make sure the motor is turned off!

eNever work alone!

Make sure you are within shouting distance or have visual or other kind of contact with another person who will be able to provide first aid in an emergency
situation.

eAlways be aware of your surroundings and stay alert for possible hazards that you may not hear due to the noise of the machine

eNever operate the pruner at an angle greater than 60° in order to reduce the risk of being struck by falling objects during operation.

*Avoid operating while people, especially children are nearby.

Maintenance

eIn order to maintain your product in proper working order, perform the maintenance and checking operations described in the manual at regular intervals.
eAlways be sure to turn off the engine before performing any maintenance or checking procedures.

The metallic parts reach high temperatures immediately after stopping the engine

eUse only original replacement parts. Only these spare parts are guaranteed to be designed and suitable for use with this machine. Using other spare parts will
void your warranty and may cause danger to yourself and your surroundings.

eIn the event that any part must be replaced or any maintenance or repair work not described in this manual must be performed, please contact our servicing
dealer for assistance.
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eUnder no circumstances should you ever take apart the product or alter it in any way. Doing so might result in the product becoming damaged during opera-
tion or the product becoming unable to operate properly.

Handling fuel

eThe engine is designed to run on a mixed fuel, which contains highly flammable gasoline. Never store cans of fuel or refill the tank of the unit in any place
where there is a boiler, stove, wood fire, electrical sparks, welding sparks, or any other source of heat or fire which might ignite the fuel.

eNever smoke while operating the unit or refilling its fuel tank.

eWhen refilling the tank, always turn off the engine and allow it to cool down. Take a careful look around to make sure that there are no sparks or open flames
anywhere nearby before refuelling.

*Wipe spilled fuel completely using a dry rag if any fuel spillage occurs during refuelling.

eAfter refuelling, screw the fuel cap back tightly onto the fuel tank and then carry the unit to a spot 3 m or more away from where it was refuelled before
turning on the engine.

Transport and Storage

eWhen you finish cutting in one location and wish to continue work in another spot, turn off the engine, lift up the unit and carry it paying attention to the
blade.

eWhen transporting or storing the machine always fit the cutting device guard or guide bar cover.

*When hand-carrying the product, cover over the cutting part if necessary, lift up the product and carry it paying attention to the blade.

eNever transport the product over rough roads over long distances by vehicle without removing all fuel from the fuel tank. If doing so, fuel might leak from
the tank during transport.

eProtect the machine from damage when transporting it.

Kickback safety precautions for pole saw users

1. Kickback may occur when the nose or tip of the guide bar touches an object, or when the wood closes in and pinches the saw chain in the cut. Tip contact
in some cases may cause a lightning fast reverse reaction, kicking the guide bar up and back towards the operator. Pinching the saw chain along the top of the
guide bar may push the guide bar rapidly back towards the operator. Either of these reactions may cause you to lose control of the saw, which could result in
serious personal injury.

2. Do not rely exclusively on the safety devices built into your saw. As a chain saw user you should take several steps to keep cutting jobs free from accident or
injury.

eWith a basic understanding of kickback you can reduce or eliminate the element of surprise. Sudden surprise contributes to accidents.

eKeep a good grip on the saw with both hands, the right hand on the rear handle, and the left hand on the front handle, when the engine is running. Use a firm
grip with thumbs and fingers encircling the chain saw handles. A firm grip will help you reduce kickback and maintain control of the saw.

*Make certain that the area in which you are cutting is free from obstructions. Do not let the nose of the guide bar contact a log, branch, or any other obstruc-
tion which could be hit while you are operating the saw.

eCut at high engine speeds.

eFollow the manufacturer’s sharpening and maintenance instructions for the saw chain.

*Only use replacement bars and chains specified by the manufacturer or the equivalent.

*Make sure the chain and guide bar are correctly adjusted before operating the equipment (see page 8 for adjustment procedures). Never attempt chain
adjustment with the engine running!

eAlways make sure the cutting attachment is properly installed and firmly tightened before operation.

eNever use a cracked or warped guide bar: replace it with a serviceable one and make sure it fits properly.

|f a saw blade should bind fast in a cut, shut off the engine immediately. Push the branch or tree to ease the bind and free the blade.

*Do not operate the pole pruner with the muffler removed.

eWhen cutting a limb that is under tension, be alert for spring back so that you will not be struck by the moving limb.

eAlways stop the engine immediately and check for damage if you strike a foreign object or if the machine become entangled. Do not operate with damaged
or broken equipment.

Do not make unauthorized modifications or substitutions to the guide bar or chain.

Never allow the engine to run at high R.P.M. without a load. Doing so could damage the engine. Keep the pruner as clean as possible. Keep it free of loose
vegetation, mud, etc.

Assembly instructions and main adjustments

Mounting the engine (A)

1. Push the shaft tube toward the clutch housing and rotate it by hand to check that the drive shaft is engaged with the gears.

2. Insert the shaft tube into the clutch housing until it bottoms, and align the positioning holes on the clutch housing and the shaft tube and install the screw.
When difficult to engage, twist the engine slightly.

3. Fasten the clamp securely with two screws.

Important: Tighten the screws gradually by turning them.

Connecting the throttle wire (B)

1. Remove the air cleaner cover.

2. Connect the end of the throttle wire to the joint on the top of the carburettor.

(1) M3 screw

(2) Adjuster

(3) Idling adjusting screw

(4) Full on stopper

(5) Insert the cable to the end of the adjuster

1. Connect the throttle wire with carburettor. Insert the cable to the end of adjuster fix the throttle cable by tightening the M3 screw. (Tightening torque: 0.4
-0.8N.m.)

2. Make sure the TOPPER-PLATE of carburettor moves to contact with the idling adjusting screw and the wing-arm of carburettor moves to contact with Full on
stopper by gripping throttle lever.

Connecting the switch wires
Connect the switch wires between the engine and the main unit. Pair the wires of the same colour.

Suspension Point (C)

Note: The suspension point must match the location of the arrow mark.
(1) Suspension Point

(2) Arrow mark

Installing the handle (D), (E), (F)

Note: The handle is put during the arrow mark.

(1) Minimum spacing

(2) 48cm

Mount the handle to the shaft tube and suspension point it at a location that is comfortable to you.
Insert the grip to the shaft tube. Fasten the clamps with screws.

Install the J-shaped handle to the shaft tube and clamp at a position best for your job.

Joint attachment (G)
(1) Knob bolt
Insert the attachment to the main shaft. Tighten the knob bolt securely.

For models equipped with a latch coupler:

Assembling the Tube Sections 4

1. Place the powerhead/lower tube assembly and the upper tube assembly on a clean, flat surface so that both assemblies fit end to end. The powerhead/
lower tube assembly should be facing up, and the upper tube assembly should be positioned with the Latch Protector fcaing up.

CAUTION! Keep the open ends of the tubes clean and free of impurities!

2. Loosen the couplerscrew.

3. Depress the latch and insert the powerhead/lower tube assembly into the coupler until it bottoms. Release the latch. Rock the upper tube assembly back
and forth until you are sure it snaps in place by the coupler lock. See Figure 12.

- Pic.12/#1: Latch, #2: Upper tube assembly, #3:Coupler screw, #4: Coupler, #5: Powerhead/Lower tube assembly, #6: Locking hole, #7: :Latch protector
4. When the two tube halves are locked together, slide the latch protector into groove of latch, then tighten the coupler screw. See Figure 13.
- Pic.13/#1: Coupler, #2: Coupler screw, #3: Latch protector

Disassembling The Pole Sections 1. With the pole pruner on a clean, flat surface, loosen the coupler screw. Slide the latch protector out of groove of latch.
2. Depress the latch. This release the coupler lock. See Figure 14.

- Pic.14/#1: Press latch
3. Pull the upper tube assembly out of the coupler.

Harness

Warning: Always wear the provided harness when using the machine!

Always make sure the machine is hooked securely to the harness.

If you don’t, you will be unable to control the machine safely. This can result in injury to yourself or others. Never use a harness with a defective quick release
or any other damage.

1. Wear the provided harness without twisted bands, with the hanger on your right side.

Balance the unit
1. Hook your machine to the hanger.
2. Adjust the bands of the harness to have the blade parallel to the ground when standing in your normal working position to provide you most effectiveness
and comfort on operating the machine.
o
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3. In order to prevent the hanger position to change during operation, turn up the extra part of the band from the buckle.

Quick Release

The harness is equipped with a “quick release”devise.

To release the machine from the harness in emergency situations, please follow the procedure as explained below.

Warning: Make sure to check proper working of the quick release device before operating the machine. Make sure to hold the unit securely when using the
quick release.

While holding the unit by your right hand securely, press both sides of the buckle, sides of the buckle.

Attaching the pruning mechanism (K), (L), (M), (N), (O)

(1) Main pipe

(2)Transmission

(3) Screw hole

(4) Fastening bolt

(5) Bolt

1. Remove the cap on the end of the main pipe.

2. Remove the screw screwed into the end of the trans mission.

3. Insert the end of the gear case into the main pipe.

4. Line up the hole on the end of the transmission into which the screw is to be inserted with the hole on the main pipe, and screw the screw firmly in.
5. Using a wrench, screw in the bolt provided to fix the mechanism into place (L).

(1) Guide bar

(2) Saw chain

(3) Transmission

(4) Sprocket

(5) Chain tension adjust screw

(6) Nut

(7) Chain tensioner nut

(8) Chain cover

Install the guide bar and the saw chain on the transmission as follows:

Warning: The saw chain has very sharp edges. Use protective gloves for safety.

1. Loosen a nut and remove the chain cover.

2. Mount the guide bar then f it the saw chain around the bar and sprocket.

Warning: Pay attention to the correct direction of the saw chain.

3. Fit the chain tensioner nut into the lower hole of the guide bar, then install the chain cover, and fasten the mounting nut to finger tightness (M).
(1) Hole

(2) Moving direction

(3) Chain tensioner nut

4. Adjust the chain tension by turning the tensioner screw until the tie straps just touch the bottom side of the bar rail (N).

(1) Chain tension adjusting screw

(a) Loosen

(b) Tighten

5. Tighten the mounting nut securely with the bar tip held up (torque: 8.9- 11.7 Nm./90 - 120 kg-cm). Then check the chain for smooth rotation and correct
tension while moving it by hand. If necessary, readjust (O).

(1) Tighten

Warning: It is very important to maintain the proper chain tension. Rapid wear of the guide bar or the chain coming off easily can be caused by improper ten-
sion. Especially when using a new chain, take good care of it since it should expand when first used.

Balance unit
1. Put on strap and attach unit to strap.
2. Depending on the working posture, slide clamp up or down until unit balances and the strap fits your body.

Fuel and chain oil

Warning: Gasoline is very flammable. Avoid smoking or bringing any flame or sparks near fuel.

Wipe up all spills before starting the engine.

Make sure to stop the engine and allow it cool before starting the engine.

Keep open flames away from the area where fuel is handled or stored.

Important: Never use oil for 4 cycle engine use or water cooled 2-cycle engine.

Never use “FUEL WITH NO OIL (RAW GASOLINE)”.

Never use fuel laced with water.

Mixed fuel which have been left unused for period of one month or more may clog the carburettor or result in the engine failing to operate properly. Put re-
mained fuel into an air-tight container and keep it in the dark and cool room.

Please ask for “mixed gasoline for air-cooled 2-cycle engines” at your nearest gas station, or use fuel made by putting unleaded 95 octane gasoline and air-
cooled 2-cycle special engine oil into a mixing container in accordance with the following ratios and then shaking to mix well.

Mixing ratios:
Use a special type 2-cycle oil (30ml of oil for each 1L of unleaded gasoline 95).

Chain oil lube
Use an appropriate chainsaw chain lube.
Note: Do not use wasted or regenerated oil that can cause damage to the oil pump.

Fuelling the unit
1. Untwist and remove the fuel cap. Rest the cap on a dustless place.
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2. Put fuel into the fuel tank to 80% of the full capacity.
3. Fasten the fuel cap securely and wipe up any fuel spillage around the unit.

Operation (P)

(1) Stop switch

5. Set the stop switch to the ““ - “position. Set the throttle trigger to the start position (1 -2 - 3).

Place the unit on a flat, firm place.

Keep the cutting head clear of everything around it.

6. Press the primer bulb several times until the overflow fuel comes into the transparent tube.

Warning: The product is equipped with a centrifugal clutch mechanism, so the cutting attachment begins to rotate as soon as the engine is started by putting
the throttle into the start position. When starting the engine, place the product onto the ground in a flat clear area and hold it firmly in place so as to ensure
that neither the cutting part nor the throttle come into contact with any obstacle when the engine starts.

Important: Avoid pulling the rope to its end or returning it by re leasing the knob. Such actions can cause starter failures.

7. Move the choke lever downward to open the choke and restart the engine (Q).

(1)Choke lever (2) Close (3) Open

8. Allow the engine to warm up for a several minutes before starting operation.

Note: 1. When restarting the engine immediately after stopping it, leave the choke open.

2. Over-choking can make the engine hard to start due to excess fuel When the engine failed to start after several attempts, open the choke and repeat pulling
the rope, or remove the spark plug and dry it.

Stopping the engine

1. Release the throttle lever and run the engine for half a minute.

2. Shift the stop switch to the STOP position.

Important: Except for an emergency, avoid stopping the engine while pulling the throttle lever.
When it doesn’t stop at the stop switch, move the choke level to the closed position.

Adjusting the throttle cable (R)
The normal play is 1 or 2mm when measured at the carburettor side end. Readjust the cable adjuster as required
(1) Cable adjuster

Adjusting the idling speed (S)

(1) Idle adjusting screw

1. When the engine tends to stop frequently at idling mode, turn the adjusting screw clockwise.

2. When the cutting head keeps rotating after releasing the trigger, turn the adjusting screw counter-clockwise.
Note: Warm up the engine before adjusting the idling speed.

Warning: The cutting head will start rotating upon the engine starts.

Feed fuel into the fuel tank and tighten the cap securely (T), (U).

(1) Fuel (2) Chain oil

2. Rest the unit on a flat, firm place. Keep the cutting head off the ground and clear of surrounding objects, as it will start rotating upon starting of the engine.
3. Push the primer several times until overflown fuel comes out in the transparent tube.

4. Move the choke lever to the closed position | \ |.

Checking oil supply (Y)

(1) Chain oil

After starting the engine, run the chain at medium speed and see if chain oil has scattered off, as shown in the figure.

Note: The oil reservoir has a capacity sufficient to provide about 40 minutes of cutting time (when set to deliver the minimum flow rate, or about as long as you
get from a tank of fuel). Be sure to refill the oil tank every time when refuelling the saw.

Adjusting oil flow rate

Warning: Never fill the oil reservoir nor adjust the oiler with the engine running.

Important: An increase in the bar oil flow rate will speed oil consumption, requiring more frequent checks on the oil reservoir.

To ensure sufficient lubrication, it may be necessary to check the oil level more frequently than at fuel tank refills.

The guide bar and chain are lubricated automatically by a pump that operates whenever the chain rotates. The pump is set at the factory to deliver a minimum
flow rate, but it can be adjusted in the field. A temporary increase in oil f low is often desirable when cutting things like hard wood or wood with a lot of pitch.

Adjust the pump as follows (2):

1. Stop the engine and make sure the stop switch is in the OFF position.

2. Place the unit on its side with the oil reservoir up.

(1) Oil tank, (2) Chain cover

The oil flow adjusting screw must be pressed in slightly in order to turn. Failure to do so could damage the pump and screw.

3. With a screwdriver, push in on the oil flow rate adjust ing screw and turn in the desired direction (there are three incremental settings):
(a) Clockwise-decrease lubrication

(b) Counter clockwise-increase lubrication

(c) Middle

WARNING: Always wear work gloves made of leather or some other sturdy material when using the pole-saw. Falling branches may fall onto the face or into the
eyes, resulting in injuries, scratches, and cuts, and for this reason you should always be sure to wear a helmet and face protector when using your pole-saw.

Warning: Make sure that the engine has stopped and is cool before performing any service to the machine. Contact with moving cutting head or hot muffler
may result In a personal injury.

Air filter (21)

The air filter, if clogged, will reduce the engine performance. Check and clean the filter element in warm, soapy water as required. Dry completely before in-
stalling. If the element is broken or shrunk, replace with a new one.

(1) Air filter

Fuel filter (22)
When the engine runs short of fuel supply, check the fuel cap and the fuel filter for blockage.
(1) Fuel filter

Spark plug

Starting failure and misfiring are often caused by a faulty spark plug. Clean the spark plug and check that the plug gap is in the correct range. For a re placement
plug, use the correct type specified by your supplier.

Important: Note that using any spark plug other than those designated may result in the engine failing to operate properly or In the engine becoming over-
heated and damaged.

To install the spark plug, first turn the plug until it is finger tight, then tighten it a quarter turn more with a socket wrench.

Tightening torque: 9.8-11.8 Nm.

Muffler

Warning: Inspect periodically, the muffler for loose fasteners, any damage or corrosion. If any sign of exhaust leakage is found, stop using the machine and have
it repaired immediately.

Note that failing to do so may cause the engine to catch fire.

Intake air cooling vent (24)

Never touch the cylinder, muffler, or spark plugs with your bare hands immediately after stopping the engine. The engine can become very hot when in oper-
ation, and doing so could result in severe burns.

When checking the machine to make sure that it is okay before using it, check the area around the muffler and remove any wood chips or leaves which have
attached themselves to the brush-cutter. Failing to do so could cause the muffler to become overheated and that in turn could cause the engine to catch on
fire. Always make sure that the muffler Is clean and free of wood chips, leaves, and other waste before use.

Check the Intake air cooling vent and the area around the cylinder cooling fins after every 25 hours of use for blockage, and remove any waste which has at-
tached Itself to the machine. Note that It Is necessary to remove the engine cover In order to be able to view the upper part of the cylinder.

Important: If waste gets stuck and causes blockage around the intake air cooling vent or between the cylinder fins, it may cause the engine to overheat, and
that in turn may cause mechanical failure on the part of the machine.

(1) Cylinder

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(2) Intake air cooling vent (back)

Procedures to be performed after every 100 hours of use
1. Remove the muffler, insert a screwdriver into the vent, and wipe away any carbon build-up. Wipe away any carbon build-up on the muffler exhaust vent and

cylinder exhaust port at the same time.
2. Tighten all screws , bolts, and fittings.

3. Check to see if any oil or grease has worked its way in between the clutch lining and drum, and if it has, wipe it away using oil-free, lead-free gasoline.

Oiling port (217)
(1) Oiling port

Dismount the guide bar and check the oiling port for clogging.

Guide bar (218)

Remove sawdust in the bar groove and the oiling port.

(1) Groove (2) Oiling port
(Type: Sprocket nose)

Grease the nose sprocket from the feeding port on the tip of the bar.

(219): (1) Grease port (2) Sprocket

The bar rail should always be a square. Check for wear of the bar rail. Apply a ruler to the bar and the outside of a cutter. If a gap is observed between them,
the rail is normal. Otherwise, the bar rail is worn. Such a bar needs to be corrected or replaced.

(220): (1) Ruler, (2) Gap, (3) No gap. (4) Chain tilts

Sprocket (221)

Check for extensive wear, and replace it when the teeth are worn over 0.3 mm.

(1) Sprocket
Saw chain

Warning: It is very important for smooth and safe operation to keep the cutters always sharp.

Your cutters need to be sharpened when:
